Criteria

Defined:   Research utilization involves the application of research findings to clinical practice, including an evaluation of the change in practice on patient, staff, and/or practice outcomes.  Before findings can be utilized, a critique and synthesis of the research projects is required.

Directions:   Applicant/Primary Investigator must be a national member of Sigma Theta Tau International and a member of the Zeta Pi Chapter.  Address the following criteria in eight pages or less, using 1-inch margins on all four sides.  Follow APA guidelines for documentation and use a 12-point font.  Only projects, which have been completed, will be reviewed and considered for a Research Utilization Award.  Submit three copies of this application.

1. The problem addressed is clearly stated.

2. The review of literature substantiates a sufficient research knowledge base to be used to implement a change in practice.  Include a brief critique and synthesis of the research knowledge base to be used to implement a change in practice.  Include a brief critique and synthesis of the research studies.

3. Clearly describe the change in practice based on the research findings.  Be sure to include the strategies you used to make the change.

4. Describe the potential impact this change could have on patent, staff, or practice outcomes.

5. If you were to do this project over, what would you do differently?

6. Provide a reference list (not included in eight page limit).
